To Organize the "ENGLISH FAIR" Camp

School Year 2024-2025

I. PURPOSE AND REQUIREMENTS
The "English Fair 2025" is organized to respond to the movement for creative experiences, integrated learning, and innovation in English teaching and learning methods, as well as to train and improve learners' qualities according to the 2018 General Education Program.

The purposes of the Camp are:

· To create a natural English practice environment, including the two skills of listening and speaking, and language reflexes.

· To encourage a spirit of creativity, responsibility, teamwork skills, and problem-solving; to create conditions for English teachers and lower secondary school students to cultivate and practice their English skills and develop other personal competencies through a diverse and rich series of activities at the English Camp.

· The Camp also introduces the unique features and diversity of Anglo-American culture through festival, culinary, music, and cinema corners. Additionally, the customs and cultures of countries in the ASEAN bloc are simulated through interesting activities.

II. TIME, LOCATION, PARTICIPANTS
1. Time:

February 21-22, 2025 

1.1. Day One: Friday, February 21, 2025

· From 13:00 - 18:00: Camp Decoration: Teams gather at the setup area to complete their camp decorations according to their drawn positions and themes.

· From 19:00 - 21:00: Talent Contest (English Fair's Got Talent) and "Film Dubbing" Contest.

· From 21:00 onwards: Cultural Exchange.

1.2. Day Two: Saturday, February 22, 2025

· Morning:
· From 7:00 - 8:00: Camp Check-in and organization stabilization.

· From 8:00 - 8:30: Camp Opening Ceremony.

· From 8:30 - 9:30: Teams' Greetings Competition.

· From 9:30 - 11:30: Knowledge Competition (Knowledge); Camp Presentation, Q&A, and Camp Judging (Camp and Presentation).

· Afternoon:
· From 13:30 - 16:00: Organization of "The Amazing Race" competition and experiential activities at the "Fun zone" game area.

· At 16:30: Camp Closing Ceremony.

2. Location:

At 915 Gia Sang Primary & Lower Secondary School.

3. Participants
· Administrators and English teachers from lower secondary schools.

· Students from lower secondary schools: 10 students/school (a variety of students from grades 6 to 9), divided into 04 teams (according to professional activity clusters).

· Note: The team leader is responsible for drawing for the camp position and decoration theme ; creating a list and assigning students reasonably so that all have the opportunity to participate in competitions and experience activities ; schools should prepare a list of students participating in the Camp, and send the camp presentation script and film dubbing contest script to the Organizing Committee.

· Each team must prepare a minimum of 02 games related to their camp's decoration theme for contestants from other teams to interact and accumulate points.

III. CONTENT
1. Camp Decoration
· 1.1. Drawing for camp position and decoration theme.

There are 4 themes corresponding to 4 camps:

· Natural wonders of Viet Nam.

· Life in the future.

· Environmental Protection.

· Festivals around the world.

· 1.2. Decorating the camp:

Each camp has an area of 36m² (9m wide, 4m deep, 2.5m high). Teams decorate their own camps, and are encouraged to draw their own posters and use available materials to make handmade decorations.

· In addition to the 4 competing team camps, there will be entertainment corners including a creative corner, music corner, cinema corner, Anglo-American culture corner, and an ASEAN customs corner.

2. Competitions
· 2.1. Competition: Team's Greetings
· Time: 08 minutes/turn.

· Participants: Minimum of 10 students per team.

· Content: Introduce the members and the team's message.

· Language: English.

· Scoring: Total of 10 points (based on Content, performance, effects...).

· 2.2. Competition: Knowledge
· Time: 30 minutes.

· Participants: 10 students per team.

· Content: Teams answer questions on 4 topics: Foods & Drinks, Animals, School, and Thai Nguyen's customs and traditions. Teams will select a question pack or a power-up card. Points are awarded for correct answers and deducted for incorrect answers.

· Language: English.

· Format: Relay-style answers on stage.

· Note: Participants in this competition cannot participate in the Camp or Film Dubbing competitions.

· 2.3. Competition: English Fair's Got Talent
· Time: 08 minutes.

· Participants: 20-50 students per team.

· Content: Teams perform their talents (singing, dancing, acting, etc.).

· Language: English.

· Scoring: Total of 10 points (based on Content, performance, effects...).

· 2.4. Camp Judging and Presentation
· Participants: 15 students per team (5 for presentation, 10 for Q&A).

· Content & Scoring: Creative Camp Judging (20 points), Camp Presentation (10 points), Answering Questions (10 points).

· Time: 5 minutes for presentation and 5 minutes for Q&A.

· Language: English.

· Note: Participants in this competition cannot participate in the Knowledge or Film Dubbing competitions.

· 2.5. Competition: English Fair's Film Dubbing
· Time: 10 minutes/turn (3 minutes preparation, 7 minutes performance).

· Participants: 10 students per team.

· Content: Teams draw 2 short, silent animated film clips and write a script to perform. Creative expression is encouraged.

· Language: English.

· Scoring: Maximum of 20 points (based on language use, pronunciation, vocal expression, effects).

· Note: Participants in this competition cannot participate in the Knowledge or Camp competitions.

· 2.6. Competition: The Amazing Race
· Time: 90 minutes for 6 stages (Max 15 minutes/stage).

· Participants: 20 students per team.

· Content: Teams complete challenges across 6 stages.

· Language: English.

· Scoring: The total score is the sum of all 6 stages. Each stage is worth a maximum of 20 points. Points are deducted for exceeding the time limit.

3. Experiential and Exchange Activities at the Camp
· Time: Occurs in parallel with competitions.

· Participants: All students not participating in competitions, teachers, and guests.

· Content: Participants visit creative, music, cinema, and cultural corners to answer questions or do activities to earn stickers, which can be exchanged for gifts.

· Language: English.

IV. ORGANIZING COMMITTEE The Head of the Department of Education and Training will establish the Organizing Committee , which is responsible for organizing and managing all Camp activities, developing the plan, preparing facilities, and announcing results.

V. JUDGING PANEL The Head of the Department of Education and Training will establish the Judging Panel. The panel is responsible for implementing the judging process fairly and objectively, and proposing prize rankings.

VI. RANKING, AWARDS, AND VIOLATION HANDLING
6.1. Prize Ranking
· Overall Prizes: 01 First, 01 Second, 02 Third prizes.

· Team Prizes: First, Second, Third, and Consolation prizes will be awarded for each of the following competitions: Talent, Film Dubbing, Greetings, Knowledge, and Camp Decoration.

6.2. Awards
· Prize winners will receive Certificates of Achievement and cash prizes from the Thai Nguyen City Department of Education and Training.

6.3. Violation Handling
· Individuals or units violating the regulations will face disciplinary action, from criticism to disqualification.

6.4. Complaints and Resolution
· Individuals or units may file complaints regarding Camp matters. Complaints must be timely and well-founded.

VII. IMPLEMENTATION ORGANIZATION
1. Department of Education and Training
· The Department will issue the plan, establish committees, and be responsible for the overall organization of the Camp.

2. For schools and professional clusters
· Schools and clusters will prepare participant lists and assign teachers to guide students, ensuring effective participation.

3. Funding
· The Department of Education and Training will prepare the budget for organizing the Camp and for awards. Participating schools will cover their own expenses according to current financial regulations.

Upon receiving this plan, the Thai Nguyen City Department of Education and Training requests that the Principals of lower secondary schools implement it accordingly.
